(1) the righteousness of the GOD WHO saved us,

The gospel is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, for in it
the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith. Any person who does
not believe in the gospel of Jesus Christ according to the Scriptures is not
saved.

According to the Scriptures, the gospel of Jesus Christ is “as of first
importance”. Unity in the gospel of Jesus Christ is essential in the church and
the gospel must be the ultimate reason for the unity of the church.

The gospel of Jesus Christ.

According to the Scriptures, our FAITH in the gospel of Jesus Christ and our
PREACHING of the gospel of Jesus Christ must be according to the Bible.

People’s beliefs are in vain unless they believe in the gospel of Jesus Christ
according to the Word of God or the Scriptures.

Faith according to the Bible: Galatians 1:6-12; Hebrews 1:1-4; Hebrews 2:1-4;1 Tim. 4:13-16

Therefore, the question is: what is the gospel of Jesus Christ according to the
Scriptures? This study strives to summarize these truths in the gospel of Jesus
Christ as of first importance.

2 Corinthians 4:1-6

“... And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, in whose case the
god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving so that they might not see the
light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. For we do not preach
ourselves but Christ Jesus as Lord, and ourselves as your bond-servants for Jesus’ sake. For
God, who said, “Light shall shine out of darkness,” is the One who has shone in our hearts to

give the Light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ.”

According to the Scriptures, the gospel reveals the GLORY of Jesus Christ.
Therefore, to glorify Him must be as of first importance.

The gospel includes these essential truths:

(1) Jesus Christ the God-Man;

(2) the death of Jesus Christ;

(3) the resurrection of Jesus Christ;

(4) salvation by God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit;
(5) salvation by God's grace alone through faith in Jesus Christ alone.

According to the Scriptures.

“For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who
believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. For in it the righteousness of God is revealed
from faith to faith; as it is written, “But the righteous man shall live by faith.”

(3) THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS CHRIST;

(4) SALVATION BY GOD THE FATHER, GOD THE SON, AND GOD THE
HOLY SPIRIT;

(5) SALVATION BY GOD’'S GRACE ALONE THROUGH FAITH IN JESUS
CHRIST ALONE.

According to the Scriptures, the ASSURANCE of a Christian’s salvation and
eternal life is established on the absolute truth of God's Word;

whereby, God declares that salvation is exclusively by the love, mercy, and
grace of God through faith in Jesus Christ alone and that we had nothing to do

with it. Since there is nothing we did or can do to earn or deserve salvation then
there is nothing we can do to lose it!

Therefore, the only thing Christians should do is continually offer to God a
sacrifice of thanksgiving and praise through Him by:

(1) LIVING a life worthy of the gospel of Jesus Christ, and

(2) PROCLAIMING the gospel worthy of Jesus Christ.
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#1: Jesus Christ the God-Man.

“For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a
ransom for many.”
According to the Scriptures, Jesus Christ as “the Son of Man" reveals His

humility as a HUMAN and His SOVEREIGN Lordship over all to the glory of
God the Father.

(3) His OWNERSHIP of Christians.

Second Coming, Christians will be glorified with Him SPIRITUALLY and

PHYSICALLY through faith in Him.

“You know of Jesus of Nazareth, how God anointed Him with the Holy Spirit and with
power... this is the one who has been appointed by God as judge of the living and the dead, of
Him all the prophets bear witness that through His name everyone who believes in Him
receives forgiveness of sins.”
